1. Recipient must have graduated from a Rockdale County high school.
2. Recipient must be studying to enter a teaching field.

3. Recipient must have completed at least one year of college.

4. Recipient must provide a transcript of his/her college grades.

5. Recipient must demonstrate financial need.

6. Nominations may be made by Rockdale County residents and must be endorsed by a high
school counselor.

7. A student may apply for, and be awarded this scholarship for three years, by submitting a new
application each year.

8. Scholarship funds will be deposited in the student’s account at the college which he/she
attends.

9. Applications will be available in February and completed applications are due to the
Scholarship Committee by March 31 each year.

10. The Scholarship Committee shall review applications and select the recipient each year.

11. The scholarship will be presented at the May meeting of the RREA by the president of the
association.

12. Each recipient’s name will be added to a plaque, displayed in the high school from which the
student graduated. The display will begin the day following the presentation of the scholarship

and end in April of the following year.
