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MPA Program Welcomes New Cohort of Public
Officials from China

The MPA program will welcome 20 public officials from Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Re-
gion of China in May 2008. The students will be at KSU from May 2008 to May 2009 when
they will graduate from the MPA program. This program is being conducted under a Memo-
randum of Agreement between KSU and Lushan College of Guangxi Technical University.
The students will take the standard seveourse MPA core curriculum and will complete the
practicum exercise. Their four elective courses will include PAD 7250, Leadership and Ethics,
as well as three courses being developed specifically to meet their professional needs. The lat-
ter three courses are being developed by faculty of the Department of Political Science and the
Department of Communication within the College of HSS. This is the fourth cohort of Chi-
nese officials since 2002 to attend the MPA
