Course Description: 

The course will focus on the application of law principles to the sport and fitness setting.  Areas include agency law, tort liability, contract law, antitrust law, Constitutional law, labor law, and criminal law.  The course will focus on issues as they pertain to sport managers, educators, coaches, athletes, facility directors, and recreational administrators.


III. Justification for Change : To ensure the quality of the Sport Management program and the academic success of our majors, a policy was developed and approved by the UPCC regarding program admission, retention, and internship criteria (See Below).  One aspect of this policy was the requirement that students must maintain an AGPA of 2.75 following program admission; otherwise students were not permitted to continue enrolling in sport management courses until the minimum AGPA level was reestablished.  To circumvent this standard, students can “conveniently” change majors until their AGPA is back to 2.75 while continuing their progression through the Sport Management program since the GPA requirement is related to the retention of “majors” and not specifically a prerequisite for individual courses.  To close this loophole, we are proposing to add “and Admission to Program or Instructor’s Consent” to the prerequisites.  The statement “Instructor’s Consent” allows us the flexibility to permit other KSU students (e.g., Coles College students) into the courses without being admitted to the Sport Management Program.
