SUBMISSION 

1. A Resume/current CV 
2. A Letter of Intent (two-page maximum) that introduces your design research work and interests. The letter 

of intent should also include a clear statement defining the proposed studio project narrative and objectives 
to be developed as a Focus Studio.  

3. A design-research portfolio (five-page maximum) illustrating examples of professional and/or academic 
work you have been engaged in. Examples may include, but are not limited to, built projects, competition 
designs, prototypes, student work and installations. If submitting work that was part of a collaborative 
project, please list your collaborators and clearly state your role in the project.
