   Ads going out to promote summer enrollment—fall was up but spring is down

   Fees so high for 1 course and fee structure examined---fees fund established: wellness center, student rec

   Tried to get fees down below tuition but funding structure is difficulty

   Salary concerns discussed with chancellor; he understands that people are hurting but must be careful

   Several emails with suggestions of changes/breaks and all are being considered

   e-tuition is higher---faculty/staff take classes and waive these fees

   Spring break alignment with Cobb is being discussed but problems do exist---others live in other counties

   Fall break---all of Thanksgiving week or in October---not sure but discussion ongoing

   Paulding and others also there is a pedagogical shift in being so close to final exam week

   Hoteling of space where not everyone has office---space saving, provide incentives, space on random times

   Pay stipend for working at home to cover internet costs

   Wellness program for those making under $100K---extra $300 for health 

   15-week semester requires an extra 5-10 minutes per class to chop the 16th week

   North Georgia C&SU voted to go to this model and love the model---gives extra week between semesters
