You will be assessed based on your materials, the level-appropriate skills in the 

target language, and the quality of your project: engaging, comprehensive, and 

demonstrate cultural literacy. Your project demonstrates professional skills 

involving language, networking, synthesis and collaboration 

General Procedures 

1. Speak with a relevant faculty member in the Department of World Languages 

& Cultures to plan your project and to discuss which micro-credential(s) fit(s) 

your needs.

(Please hashtag #KSUDWLC on Facebook and 

Instagram.) Select projects are posted to a special showcase on the 

department website. 

7. Add the badge to your LinkedIn or portfolio.
