Transferring Graduate Credit:

The MSCJ program accepts up to nine semester hours (three courses) of acceptable transfer
credit from institutions that are accredited by their regional higher education body.

Students must provide course descriptions and syllabi wherever possible, and the program
director will determine the amount of credit granted. Such course work may be no more than five
years old.

No academic credit is awarded by the criminal justice program for life experience or for military,
police academy, or other professional training.
